2) David Algarin with the Department of Homeland Security talked about the Active Shooter Program that is a 1 hour online PowerPoint presentation that teaches employees how react to unexpected threats not just at work but anywhere and everywhere.  David said they will also do what they call, a dry run of an individual office space that will be very beneficial in teaching employees how to react hands on when faced with a difficult situation.
