C.  Minutes:

D.	Guest Speakers – John Jesudason Marc Anderson, and Tiffany Hull, Transportation Security Administration (TSA).  Each of the three individuals spoke about the role TSA plays in securing air travel.  They spoke about bringing the correct documents and things to know such as making sure passengers flying with guns bring their Concealed Carry Permits and declaring the gun at the ticket counter.  The TSA members also spoke about TSA Pre-Check  and how it makes getting through security easier and quicker.    
       E.  Committee Reports:
1)  COOP – No change.  LaNita Daniels noted that she had met with a back-up person.
2)  Weather Watch Committee – No change.

3)  Retirement Seminar – The seminar was held on March 29, 2016.  67 people signed-up and 63 people attended.  The next seminar is for early and mid-career in late August 2016.  For a TSP seminar, the FEA would have to pay for the representative to travel to Arkansas for the presentation.

With all having paid, the balance will be $6,067.85 so the FEA will be in good shape.  The committee is looking for volunteers as only Caroline and Bob are members.
